Overview

The Federation Square event aims to raise the public profile of architectural glass, and to show architects and design and construction professionals the possibilities of contemporary, large scale glass works

AGDA aims to build on the strength and success of the Glass 21 exhibition.
This exhibition seeks to demonstrate the high level of design skills, abilities to work within many types of architectural design briefs, and the diverse aesthetic qualities of contemporary glass utilised by those working in the area of architectural glass.

Definition of Architectural Glass

In this instance the term “architectural” means any type of glass that is installed (fixed) into a building in a flat form. It can be leadlight, stained glass, kiln formed, laminated or comprised of other forms of glass. But it must be designed with the intention to  install it into a building –  a window, door, skylight, wall opening, around a door, as a room screen or partition, or affixed to a wall (as a functional or decorative element). The latter may be suitable for mosaics.

It may help in the design process to devise a purpose or a situation for a piece – for example, a piece of work designed specifically to suit one of the following :

· Corporate foyer or office

· Restaurant or hotel

· Church

· Educational institution or hospital

· Civic building or community centre

· Shopping centre

Purpose of the Event
The purpose of the event is : 


· to raise the public profile of AGDA as the peak body for the decorative glass industry in Australia
· to  publicise the architectural glass industry

· to raise awareness of the potential of our products as contemporary installations

· to educate the design and construction sectors about contemporary architectural glass
· to raise awareness, and educate, the public about contemporary architectural glass 

· to showcase the work this sector is capable of producing

· to demonstrate that architectural glass in a contemporary form, whether it be leadlight., stained glass, kiln formed glass or mosaic, is a viable design option for those designing and building both public sector and residential structures

AGDA’s aim is that the industry develops the huge potential that exists in contemporary architectural glass, responds to the requirements of twenty first century construction and evolves into an industry that demonstrates diversity in design and techniques. It is important that exciting, appropriate contemporary products are produced and displayed, to lead us on from the rich heritage of our past to forge a new future in architectural glass.

Selection Criteria
Designs are to be responsive to current and future architectural trends.

Works that are selected for the exhibition will  :

· be manufactured to display the highest quality of workmanship

· be designed to push the boundaries of current design practice into new and original ideas

· be relevant to architecture and construction of the 21st century

· use glass in an innovative way, whether in the design of the piece or in the construction

· demonstrate compatibility with the purpose of the exhibition

· conform to the standard size - one metre wide by two and a half metres long (glass size)

· be designed to be viewed from a distance and hanging suspended approximately four and a half metres above the ground (bottom of the panels)

Selectors will evaluate whether the designs demonstrate to architects and builders, in particular, why they should consider our products when they are sourcing design and decorative elements for their projects. This exhibition should demonstrate our high level of design skills, our abilities to work within many types of design briefs of an architect, and the diverse aesthetic qualities of contemporary glass.
This is an opportunity to present large pieces of architectural glass in a very public space. We highly recommend all prospective entrants to visit the site prior to designing their piece.
Selection Panel
The selection panel will be made up by people who fit the following criteria:

· Knowledgeable in our field, or in design generally

· Able to assess correctly the type of work which should be exhibited to represent our industry

· Fair and willing to assess each piece on its merit

· Respected in their field

· Have a complete understanding of AGDA’s aims for  the exhibition

Note: Conditions of entry – The Selection Panel’s decision is final and binding and no correspondence will be entered into.

Application evaluations will not be provided.
Information for Entrants
Design/concept proposals are to be submitted by the 20th February 2010.

Entries will not be accepted after this date.
Submissions to be posted to AGDA, PO Box 346, Hampton VIC 3188.

Once the selection process is completed all entrants will be advised whether or not their submitted work has been selected for the exhibition.  All selected pieces will then be required to be completed and received by 1st August 2010.
Exhibitors will be advised of delivery point at time of selection.

All pieces will be supplied by the maker, unframed.
Exhibitors will be required to submit a completed entry form and to sign an “Exhibition Agreement” document.

Exhibitors are advised to ensure that their submitted piece will be covered under their own insurance policy during transport to and from the venues, while being assessed, and for theft and damage during the exhibition.
Work must be made to comply with AS1288 as appropriate.
